City Attorney Corbin Gordon also gave a brief analysis of the application as well. He has looked at this change
application closely and when he initially looked at it appeared that because Midway City and Midway Irrigation
Company had already signed off on It that this water was already transferred and existed in our system and it
included the Springs. And his fear was they were going to come in and cram the water into our springs, and we
didn't have the available source. His initial thought was that the best or worst case scenario is that if its going to be
here, the best location would be in the new well. Because we can't fit It into the springs, and it must be used for
Culinary use. However, as he has looked atthe change application the City has nolegal obligation to accept it into
it's well. And if they want to try and transfer into the Springs it says in the change application "proof must also
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show the capacity of the sources of supply and demonstrate that each source can provide the water claimed to be
diverted under this right as well as all other water rights which may be approved to be diverted from those
sources." Thisis found in part in paragraph #9 in the change application. In speaking with Steve Farrell, Michael
Henke and Wes Johnson there really is no way they can demonstrate there is available source inthe springs. Mr.
Gordon doesn't feel there is any real danger in this water displacing or being crammed into our springs. With all of
this said, from a purely legal standpoint on the City side of things we have no obligation to accept the water Into
the well. It is purely apolicy decision if you wantto do it.
