The Midway City General Plan review that we have been working on this year has made good progress over that past few months. We have concluded the survey, which Lindy sent to all of the commissioners, and gathered good information regarding the vision that members have for our community. This gathered information should help the committees decide what language and information will be included in the General Plan. 
Regarding the General Plan committees, we have concluded the initial meetings for each committee and we are moving into the second round of meetings. Three of the chapter committees are recommending no changes to their particular chapters. These include Historic Preservation, Environment and Sensitive Lands, and Moderate Income Housing. We plan on continuing with the committee meetings over the next month and a half for the other six chapters. We also have a General Plan workshop tentatively planned for June 14th. We plan on having a “charrette” which is an interactive planning process that allows residents to participate in the planning process. The next step after that is that the committees finalize their recommended changes to the Planning Commission. Eventually the Planning Commission will make a recommendation to the City Council who will need to approve the plan to finalize the process.
Again, the review of the General Plan has been successful up to this point and we hope to conclude the process by then end of this year.
