Remund Farms — 200 East 600 North — Discussion on water calculations for new phasing plan.

Michael Henke, City Planner stated this subdivision had come before the Water Advisory previously for Master
Plan approval, however since then they had decided to do additional phasing and were required to come back to
the water board. Planner Henke presented the following regarding this property

e 34.91 acres (15.71 acres of open space)

e Proposal contains 58 building pads

e Phase 2 —18.05 acres — Units 40-52,59,60,69-76,84-87 Clubhouse and Pool

e Phase 3B — 4.1 acres — Units 77-83
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e Phase 3C-9.22 acres — Units 88-97

1. Water rights for offsite open space near the River Road Roundabout were dedicated with Phase 1.
2. Wetlands are not considered irrigated areas. No water rights have been dedication for wetland areas.

The board discussed the charts and discussed how the water calculations are figured. Also why wasn’t all the water
turned in when Master Plan was given? Planner Henke explained that this project came in through the old
ordinance, and now we do require all water to be turned in at Master Plan. The board discussed the wetlands. The
board discussed who polices if we tell them not to irrigate the wetland since it isn’t included in the calculations? It
was thought it would have to be placed on the plat, so they were made aware of it.

The board also discussed that Phase one had already been recorded and water shares had been turned in for
Phase one. So, the board was only Iookmg at Phases 2 and 3a 3b & 3c '

The board discussed that the sizes of the pads are actual smaller however there is the same number of building
pads. The board discussed that Phase 3B and 3C on the chart needed to be reversed in regard to the wetland. Carl
Berg, who was attending in place of Paul Berg stated he would pass that information along to him. (Planner Henke
spoke with Paul Berg after the meetmg, and it was discussed at City Council, and the charts were correct, and no
change was needed. The chartsin the mmutes have been verified as being correct and accurate information per
Planner Henke)

Chairman Steve Farrell if there were further discussion? There was not.

Motion: Midway Mayor Celeste Johnson made the motion to recommend that for Remund Farms located at 200
East 600 North that the numbers provided be accepted however a new chart needs to be turned in and that an
additional suggestion was made to City Council that the water requirements are put on each plat including the
delineated wetlands which cannot be watered without turning over additional water. Midway Irrigation
Member Grant Kohler 2™ the motion.

Chairman Steve Farrell asked if there were further questions regarding this item? There was not
Motion was carried unanimously.

New/Old Business

Mayor Johnson reiterated the need to draft language on how to treat wetland in the future. The board discussed
various ideas and had the question if it should it be code or policy? The board feels like it should be policy, but that
is something that needs to be discussed. It was also discussed that perhaps it wasn’t just wetlands, maybe it was
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additional locations such as the mound. The bard discussed past projects and how this type of thing had been
handled.
